Noble campuses are safe havens offering a free, quality education to any Chicago 

student who has graduated eighth grade.

Noble invests the necessary resources to close the academic gap, 

which is significant for many of our students. The Noble campuses outperformed 

all other open-enrollment high schools in the Chicago Public School system 

on the 2009 ACT college-readiness examination.

Our reputation for combining high expectations for academic 

achievement and cultural experiences has resulted in a waiting list of more than 

2,000 families hoping their children will attend our schools.

The campus expanded in August 2010 when the 

students began academic classes in GCCP’s new academic facility located 

across the parking lot from the youth center. Students commute between 

buildings during the school day, taking all academic classes in the new facility 

while still taking advantage of the space in the Youth Center for physical 

education, choir, gardening and other elective courses.
